The Southington schools
received $1.16 million in fed-
eral funds from a recent edu-
cation bill, and officials are
hoping it will help the schools
withstand difficulties expect-
ed in the 2011-2012 budget.

The state as a whole
received $110.4 million.
Governor M. Jodi Rell has
opted to distribute the
money using the same for-
mula used for the Education
Cost Sharing grant. 

The funding comes
with a few rules from the
federal government. It must
be used to hire or maintain
education staff that other-
wise could have been cut.
That could include teachers,
bus drivers, principals, cafe-
teria workers or others. It
can also be used for cost-of-

living pay increases. 
It can not be used to

lower municipal taxes or for
other school spending unre-

lated to jobs.
“There is a tremendous

amount of flexibility in how
the dollars can be expended
in the language of the legis-
lation and the guidance pro-
vided to us,” said Thomas
Murphy, spokesperson for
the state’s Department of
Education.

Despite difficult pro-
gramming cuts made to the
Southington schools in the
past few years, the district
has faced very few person-
nel layoffs, especially com-
pared with other towns.

At the “convocation”
event at the start of this new
school year, Superintendent
Dr. Joseph Erardi told the
crowd a major priority of his
when dealing with budget
cuts was to retain jobs. He
